LAUNCHES CYBEREXHIBIT
 

FIRST BUT NOT THE LAST: WOMEN WHO RAN FOR PRESIDENT
 

 

            Washington, DC - The National Women's History Museum (NWHM) celebrates Women's History Month this March by launching a CyberExhibit entitled First But Not the Last: Women Who Ran For President.  This online exhibit highlights twelve women in our nation's history who made significant inroads towards becoming President, including two before women got the vote.  Click onto the exhibit at http://www.nwhm.org/president.html.
 

            NWHM President Joan Wages said, "Who would guess that so many women have staked a claim on the presidency?  Each of the women in this exhibit created a stepping stone for others to follow in her path."
 

            "These women displayed real courage in taking on the uphill battle to get the public to begin to find it thinkable that a woman could be the leader of the free world," said Doris Weatherford, NWHM Vice President of Programs and the exhibit's curator, as well as a noted historian and author. 
 

            Founder of Girls Learn International, Lisa Alter, said, "These women serve as historical role models for young women today.  It is important that girls understand the significant role they can play as national and global leaders."  Ms. Alter is also a Trustee of the Shana Alexander Charitable Trust, the exhibit sponsor.
 

            The exhibit begins with Victoria Woodhull's 1872 campaign, in which she made no pretense of expecting to win, and follows ten women's efforts to arrive at today's campaign of Hillary Rodham Clinton, who has every expectation of winning.
 

            On March 6, NWHM joins with the Sewall Belmont House and Museum to host a panel to discuss First But Not Last: Women Who Ran for President. The panelists include an historian, professor and two former campaign managers of women's presidential campaigns.  The event begins at 6:30P and the public is invited.  The Sewall Belmont House is located at 1st and Constitution Avenue in Washington.
 

            NWHM is currently a museum without walls.  While pursuing a permanent home, it offers an award winning website (www.nwhm.org), temporary exhibits, and a Speakers Bureau.  The NWHM CyberMuseum currently has twelve CyberExhibits on women's history and educational materials. 
 

            NWHM will reclaim the "missing half" of our nation's history by educating and informing the public on women's many contributions.  It will tell the story of 52% of our population through the eyes and reflections of women - a very different story from that seen through men's eyes.   
 

            Few statues, national parks, or historic sites commemorate women's lives or recognize their contributions to the past.  Of the 210 statues in the United States Capitol, only nine are of female leaders. Less than five percent of the 2,400 national historic landmarks chronicle women's achievement and, according to a recent survey of 18 history textbooks, only 3% are dedicated to women.  
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
